which s/he/they teach(es); or (4) holding at least a BA in any content area and passing a
State Board approved content exam in the relevant subject area. The school recognizes
the value of state teacher certification and will encourage teachers to pursue their license.

The ideal candidate will have completed Waldorf Grades Teacher training and/or have
experience teaching in a school using the Waldorf methodology, meet teacher
requirements under ESSA, and seek to carry and nurture a class for many years. (Click
here for more information on ESSA Teacher Requirements in Colorado).
