All Teachers will meet the “in-field” 
guidelines set forth in the Colorado state ESSA (Every Student Succeeds Act) plan, by 
meeting at least one of the following requirements (1) endorsement on a Colorado teaching 
license; (2) holding at least a BA or higher in the relevant subject area; (3) holding at least a 
BA in any content area and completion of 36 semester credit hours in the subject matter in 
which s/he/they teach(es); or (4) holding at least a BA in any content area and passing a 
State Board approved content exam in the relevant subject area. The school recognizes 
the value of state teacher certification and will encourage teachers to pursue their license.  
 
We offer a competitive salary with compensation for applicable years of experience, 
advanced degrees, and ongoing professional development, including Waldorf teacher 
training.
